It is independent 
of support for any political 
party. It liaises with the 
UNISON groups of MPs and 
MEPs to pursue members’ 
interests. In the run-up to 
general or local elections, 
the FUND has been used 
for effective advertising 
campaigns to ensure that 
issues of importance to 
UNISON are high on the 
agenda.
